REMEMBER...Fall Registration is this coming Saturday, February 6" at 8:00 a.m. for
currently enrolled RDS families. Trying earnestly to limit your time in line, only a choice few will
still have to come on Saturday. If you are a parent of a T-Th 2’s whose child is already registered
in our T-Th 3’s class for next year, but you desire to try for one of the remaining MWF 3’s slots,
you will have to come to registration on Saturday. Also, needing to come to registration
are those with new 2's starting with RDS in the fall. If you are unavailable to attend, remember
to have someone register for you. You will need your registration packet of stapled sheets filled
out completely (no blank spaces), and the non-refundable $125 registration fee for the
2's & 3's. We'll see you at the back door of the church (where 4’s dismiss). Registration for the
5-day classes (except those occupying that class this school year) will not be available until
Friday, February 12'™. This allows all present RDS families to be guaranteed a spot in at least one
class. If you have an all-day work schedule, and you need the five days, you’ll have to be one of
the first in line on Friday the 12" at 8:30 in the hallway outside the RDS Office. We hope this helps
you to plan your mornings during registration week. As always, your patience is paramount and
greatly appreciated!
